Business Park Development i Gordon reported the building is nearing completion on
closing in the building.

Frank Graves stated Peltonen is
concerned about the concrete being completed for the loading docks in time. Gordon
stated the contractor is not concerned.

Report from the Plan Commission i Carver reported the following:

PBSD Boundaries - A PBSD sub-committee and a Plan Commission sub-committee
consisting of Bill Ferraro and Nancy Bussey have continued to meet in order to establish
appropriate dimensions and boundaries for the Pikes Bay Sanitary District. Bill Ferraro
indicates that they continue to make progress and are now moving more rapidly and may
soon have achieved a meeting of the minds. Their final report has not come to the Plan
Commission.

State Highway 13 25MPH Speed Limit on South Approach to City of Bayfield i The

Plan Commission has discussed, but is continuing to work on the issue of the abrupt drop

in the legal speed limit as one approaches and enters the City from the south. The Plan
Commission requests that the Town send a letter to the State requesting a more gradual
speed reduction or relocation of the existing reduction in order to resolve this issue. We
are prepared to assist in drafting this document. A motion was made by Ferraro and
seconded by Carlson to send another letter to the WI-DOT requesting a change in speed
limits to our original proposal. Extensive discussion followed. Clarification of what to
include in the letter was reviewed. Jim Erickson noted thatt hi s ar ea i s
trapo. The motion carried.

Report of the Pikes Bay Sanitary District i Christine Carrier arrived at this time. She
reported the Army Corp of Engineering funding for the sewer extension to the Trailer
Court was approved. Billing issues with the City of Bayfield have not been resolved.
Clerk Good asked that someone from the Town be involved in the discussion with the
engineers because of the narrow road right-of-way in the trailer court.

Zoning Overlay District T The Plan Commission, sub-committee on land use and zoning
continues to work on appropriate entries in a proposed Zoning Overlay District for the

Town. We determined that hiring Northwest Regional Planning to assist would be unduly
cumbersome, involving excessive travel expenses and related costs. The original estimate

was $10,000. Accordingly, the subcommittee has, with Plan Commission concurrence,
asked John Carlson, Esq. of Washburn to assist with this task. Mr. Carlson, an attorney
with Spears & Carlson, was the attorney that assisted the Town of Russell with

a similar overlay project. The estimate from Mr. Carlson is less than $3,500.

Resolution 2007-14 Support for Scenic Byways Designation to State HWY 1371 | have
provided a separate briefing paper on the activities of the Plan Commission in regard to

the Scenic By-Way Resolution. The Plan Commission addressed the issue. Ferraro spoke
in favor of this designation and related findings from discussions with other people with a

Scenic Byways Designation. Carver, Ferraro and Lundberg met with Grant Herman to
investigate the stated issues of any other impact on businesses or individuals along
Highway 13 in the Town of Bayfield. Bill Ferraro received an analysis and letter from

now

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Jane Carrola, State of Wisconsin Scenic Byways and Rustic Roads Coordinator. Both of
these inputs verified that the Scenic Byways program is limited to a promotional program
and, other than the earlier noted new billboards limitation, does not further restrict
persons with businesses or properties along the route. It was noted that the State's support
also includes 80 per cent matching funds for scenic by-way projects along the highway.
The Plan Commission intends to pursue incentives to land owners and businesses along
the Hwy 13 corridor, as well as other identified scenic byways in the Town and
recommends that the Town Board adopt Resolution 2008-01.

Among these are the Bayfield County Economic Development Corporation, Impact
Seven Inc., Bayfield County Board and administrative officials and members of this
Town Board. The Plan Commission recommends that the Town initiate plans for such a
ceremony and coordinate with the aforementioned parties.

Town sign ordinance i Implementation and enforceability. The Plan Commission
members continue to enquire as to the status of the Town of Bayfield Sign Ordinance and
Clerk Good was asked to explain where we are on this. Good reported the following: The
Town sign ordinance went into in effect upon publication which did occur immediately
following the adoption of the ordinance. Enforcement of this ordinance lays with the
Town at this time. Persons wishing to install a new sign must get a sign permit from
Bayfield County and comply with the Town of Bayfield sign ordinance. Bayfield County
Zoning is in the process of incorporating the Town ordinance into the Bayfield County
Zoning ordinance. Once this occurs, individuals wanting to install a sign, will need to
comply with the language of our sign ordinance which will appear in the Bayfield County
Zoning ordinance. The steps necessary for our ordinance to become incorporated into the
Bayfield County Zoning ordinance are as follows: a public hearing must be held by
Bayfield County Zoning, the Zoning Committee must approve the zoning ordinance
change and the full Bayfield County Board must approve the change. Once these steps
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have occurred people seeking a sign will do it entirely through Bayfield County Zoning
with a Town Board Recommendation form coming back to the Town on every sign
requested. Enforcement will move from the Town to the County at that time.

e The Bayfield Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Bureau currently works with eight
Chamber marketing sub-committees of the Bayfield Chamber Marketing Steering
Committee and approximately fifty Chamber members in long range planning (5
year planning) for the purpose of tourism development and promotion.

e This agreement affirms that the Town of Bayfield will retain 50 percent of 4
percent and 30 percent of 2.5 percent of the 6.5 percent of gross sales collected on
accommodationsodo tax. The remaining 50
2.5 percent will be given to the Bayfield Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Bureau
for tourism development and promotion.

e These funds will be issued on a quarterly basis approximately 45 days after each
quarter.

e The Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Bureau understands and agrees that the
funds will be expended for advertising, promotional materials, special events,
marketing and public relations activities, marketing tools such as travel shows and
websites, and personnel to carry out these activities.

e The option to renew this agreement between the Town of Bayfield and the
Bayfield Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Bureau will be discussed six months
prior to expiration. The Bayfield Chamber of Commerce & Visitor Bureau will
be provided the opportunity to discuss with Town of Bayfield officials any
variances or requests for uses for these funds by any other parties at any time.

NEW BUSINESS

Town Board Recommendation to Bayfield County Board of Adjustment regarding Bill Van Sant
Request for a Waiver of the Set Back requirements to Replace an Existing Home at 85080
Lakeshore Drive - Surveyor Bob Mick presented maps to the Board showing the proposed foot
print of the new home compared to the existing home and the impacts on setbacks. This waiver is
being requested due to the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources determining that the
drainage in the ravine to the west of the building lot is navigable. The setback being requested is
greater than the current setback for the existing home. The setback being requested from the
stream is 75 feet which is the current Wisconsin DNR standard. Bayfield County Zoning
Ordinance standard is 100 feet. Benefits to this project are as follows: The septic system will be
removed and the home hooked to the PBSD, the Brownstone culvert will be cleaned and
restored, the walking trail bridge will be upgraded or repaired, the debris from the ravine will be
removed and drainage improved. These changes would occur following construction of the home
and upon W1 DNR approval. A motion was made by Ferraro and seconded by Carver that the
Town approve the Town Board Recommendation to Bayfield County Board of Adjustment for
the waiver of setbacks. The motion carried.
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Discussion regarding Apostle Highlands Request That the Town Takeover the First 0.8 Miles of
Apostle Island Blvd. Commencing at South County Highway J - Fran Swanson, President,
Apostle Highlands Association, Inc., addressed the Board. A copy of the survey and legal
description for the road was provided to the Board. She stated that the road is in good shape and
that the Town would not need to do any improvement work at this time. The road right of way is
66 feet and the current paved area is 21 feet wide. Carlson stated that the current Towm standard
is 22 feet wide for pavement. Hauser inquired if there were any problems with culverts on this
section of road. Swanson stated that there was one culvert that had settling and work was
performed to correct the situation this previous year. She believed that C&W Trucking built the
original road. Carver inquired if this road was owned in fee simple or by easement. Swanson
stated she believes it is by easement. Greg Carrier stated that the road by his property is covered
under an easement.

Approval has been given to Bill Van Sant to build a sewer connection for his new
home down the Brownstone Trail to the City of Bayfield. This can be done under the
Inter Municipality Agreement. The problem lies in that we have not been able to
negotiate a sewage transportation fee. The issue of the City serving PBSD customers has
not been resolved. The City wants to raise the rates for PBSD customers by more than 5
times current rates as a means to resolve the issues with the Inter Municipality
Agreement. Dollinger thinks they will need to go to binding arbitration. The revisions to
the PBSD Operating Ordinance continues and it should be done any month now.

Report by Pikes Bay Sanitary District (PBSD) i No report.

Request to open 0.6 miles of Star Route Rd between Echo Valley Rd and Jammer Hill Rd
for logging trucks 1 Steve Probst, Bayfield County Forestry addressed the Board
regarding the need to haul forest products on a 0.6 mile segment of Star Route between
Echo Valley and Henkins Road. Not having this road open adds costs to the loggers
($3.50 to $5.50 per cord) and reduces revenues to the County and the Town. The Town
received $41,000 from the County forest wood sales in 2007. Most loggers haul to the
south but some do go north to State Highway 13. We have 16,000 acres of County Forest
in the area and 4,000 acres are scheduled to be logged in the next 10 years. Echo Valley
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Road is very narrow and the hills are slippery when wet because of the exposed clay.
Gordon stated the Town does not want damage to Star Route and we do not have extra
funds to repair Echo Valley Road. Probst stated the Town has improved these gravel
roads over the past few years and it is better now than it has ever been. He explained that
hauling on this segment of Star Route would not subject the road to sever stresses
because the trucks are going down hill. Gordon was concerned that trucks will not stay
just on this portion of Star Route and the speeds and trucks on this road will endanger
cars and children. Gene Weber addressed the Board with his views on the matter. He
suggested the Town ask the County for additional funds to fix these roads. Discussion
continued between Board members. Faxes were received from Terry Peters and Sappi in
support of opening this segment of Star Route. Discussion followed about the best way to
improve the gravel roads for logging trucks.

A motion was made by Carlson and seconded by Ferraro to open Star Route to loggers to
haul wood products on the 0.6 miles of Star Route between Echo Valley and Jammer Hill
Roads for the remainder of 2008, post the speed at 30 MPH for trucks, and if damage
occurs or abuse of loggers traveling on other portions of Star Route Road the approval
will be withdrawn. The motion carried.

Dave Barningham request to haul wood products and rock on Ski Hill Road

Barningham explained why he proposed to haul over weight by 10,000 to 15,000 Ibs. He

is proposing to haul 40-50 loads. He estimates about 10 yards per load. Carlson stated he

reviewedthis i ssue with Northwoods Paving and they
provided hauling was done before 10 a.m. in the morning. A motion was made by

ORDINANCE 2008-05

An Ordinance Requlating Signs and Signage

This ordinance rescinds and replaces Ordinance 2007-07.
SECTION 171 Purpose

The purposes of this ordinance are to protect the natural scenic beauty and rural character
of the Town of Bayfield, promote traffic safety and provide important information to the
traveling public. These purposes shall be achieved by restricting the number, size,
location, maintenance, and spacing of outdoor advertising signs through the
administration of this ordinance.

SECTION 21 General Restrictions

No outdoor advertising sign visible to the traveling public shall be erected, structurally
altered, or maintained except as provided in this ordinance.

SECTION 31 Number and Size of Permitted Signs.

A On premise 2 50 per sign*
B Off premise 2 50 per sign**
B Multi-tenant 1 16 per sign***
Off premise
B Agri-business directional 4 per sign****

to erect one (1) multi tenant sign not to exceed 14 feet in height and include a

maximum of one (1) panel for each business with an area not to exceed 16 square

feet. Each panel included in the multi tenant sign shall count as one 50 square foot

on premise or off premise sign depending on sign location. Multi-tenant signs

shall be limited to one per development or multi-tenant parcel. A multi-tenant

sign may be located on a multi-tenant parcel or at the first common road

intersection serving a multi-tenant business parcel or multi-business development

site.

**x* Agri-business signs shall be located at road intersections or points of

common road entry to agricultural areas. The first sign placed will be required to

obtain a Class B permit designating the |
Only businesses engaged in agricultural production and sales or the sale of

processed agricultural productsshallb e al | owed a sign at an fa
mall 6 |l ocation.

Note: For purposes of this Section, two back-to-back faces on one sign structure
constitute a single sign.

SECTION 41 Distance

Off premise signs visible from the same road and located on the same side thereof,
including signs advertising different businesses. products, etc., shall have a minimum
separation distance of one thousand three hundred twenty (1,320) feet between them.
Multi-tenant signs, if off-premise, described in Section 3 are exempt from the distance
requirement.

SECTION 571 Exempt Signs

The following signs are exempt from the requirements of this ordinance
(a) Signs advertising garage sales, auctions, carnivals, or other events if all of the
following requirements are met:
(1) The sign does not hinder traffic safety or visibility
(2) The sign is less than eight (8) square feet
(3) The sign is erected no sooner than fourteen (14) days prior to the
advertised event end,
(4) The sign is removed no later than 7 days after the advertised event.

(b) Signs on rolling stock of common carriers parked in a visible location while
loading and unloading.

(c) Signs of two (2) square feet or less with no letters, numbers, symbols, logos,
or designs in excess of two (2) inches in vertical or horizontal dimensions.
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(d) Specific information signs authorized under Sec. 86.195, Wis. Stats., tourist
oriented directional signs authorized under Sec. 86.196, Wis. Stats., and guidance
signs authorized under TRANS 200.03, Wis. Adm. Code.

(e) Temporary "For Sale" signs if they do not hinder traffic safety or visibility,
and if less than ten (10) square feet.

(F) Temporary banners over roads if all of the following requirements are met:
(1) The banner is securely fastened
(2) Made of durable materials
(3) Mounted at least twenty (20) feet high above the road surface
(4) Located so as to not hinder traffic safety or visibility, and not displayed
for more than one hundred twenty (120) days in any year.

(9) Signs for religious organizations or service clubs, if all of the following
requirements are met:
(1) The sign does not hinder traffic safety or visibility.
(2) A single sign with multiple listings may be placed along highway 13
north of the City of Bayfield and south of the City of Bayfield. Each
listing shall be limited to a one foot (1) by six foot (6) sign with black
letters on a white background.
(3) With the exception of State Highway 13, no more than two (2) off
premise and two (2) on premise signs shall be permitted per organization
or club.
(4) Off premise signs visible from the same road and located on the same
side thereof, including signs of different organizations or clubs, shall have
a minimum separation distance of three hundred (300) feet between them.

SECTION 617 PERMITS

No Class A or Class B signs shall be erected, relocated, or structurally altered unless a
Special Use Permit has first been issued by the Town of Bayfield.

SECTION 77 NON CONFORMING SIGNS

Grace Period
(a) All signs in existence on the effective date of this ordinance which do not
comply with Section 3 and Section 8 and are not exempted under Section 5 shall
he brought into compliance or removed within five (5) years of such date,
provided that this provision shall not apply in such instances where it would be
contrary to state or federal law or where it would result in a loss of state or federal
funds for maintenance of the road from which the sign in question is visible
Highway 13 and provided further that any nonconforming sign in existence on the
effective date of this ordinance which is adjacent to such a road and which cannot
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remain in its existing location due to widening of the road, may be moved to a
corresponding location relative to the widened road without losing its
nonconforming status.
(b) A nonconforming sign that is exempt from the removal requirement under
subsection (a) above, may be replaced with a new sign that shall also be exempt
from such requirement subject to the following requirements:
(1) The area of the new sign shall not exceed 50 square feet.
(2) If the sign to be replaced is fastened to a building, the new sign shall
not extend above the highest part of the building's roof. If the sign to be
replaced is freestanding, the new sign shall not extend more than 20 feet
above ground level.

SECTION 81 General Sign Requirements

(a) No back lighted, flashing, multicolored, intermittent, or moving lights, moving parts,
or sound producing devices, shall he used with or on any sign.

(b) Signs shall not be placed or allowed to interfere with any governmental or directional
signs, or driver visibility.

(c) Signs shall be placed on safe and sturdy supports except that on premise signs may be
fastened to a building.

(d) Signs shall not he closer than three (3) feet to a property line or right of way line, and
except as provided in Section 7(b)(2), shall not extend more than ten (10) feet high above
the ground level, except that signs fastened to a building may be higher so long as it is
not higher than the highest part of that building's roof.

(e) All signs are structures for purposes of location at the required setback from navigable
waters.

(f) No business on or off premise sign shall be intended, designed, or erected to be visible
by those boating or swimming on navigable waters, except that no more than two (2)
unlighted signs of less than ten (10) square feet may be erected on the site of a riparian
business to advertise the name and services of that business.

(9) All signs, sign faces, and sign supports shall be maintained in a safe and good state of
appearance and repair as determined by the Bayfield Town Board.

SECTION 91 Noncompliance
Bayfield Town Board may revoke any permit or order the removal, relocation, alteration,
or repair of any sign the Board finds to be in violation of this Section. The Town Board

may issue a citation for any violation of this. Fines shall be set by Ordinance 2005-12.

SECTION 107 Removal Notice
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Except for signs subject to removal under Section 7 a time limit of not less than thirty
(30) days shall be given in any order for the removal of any sign. The immediate removal
of a sign may be ordered where the sign poses a threat to traffic safety or visibility.

SECTION 117 Removal of Obsolete Signs

An off premises sign advertising a business, product, service, commodity, entertainment,
or real or personal property sale which has been terminated shall be removed within three
(3) months after such termination.

SECTION 1271 Effective Date

This ordinance is effective on publication or posting. The town clerk shall properly post
or publish this ordinance as required under s. 60.80, Wis. stats.

The Town of Bayfield agrees, in this repayment provision, to reimburse the County of
Bayfield up to $45,000 of the full grant amount if employment within the economic
development project (World Class Precision Products Manufacturing or its successor or
assigned) fails to meet the following goals: (1) Retention of 27 jobs and expansion of
employment by 27 jobs within 3 years after the Project Agreement is executed; and, (2)
Retention of these 27 jobs for another 4 years (verifications to be made at 3 and 7 years
after Project Agreement is executed).

For purposes of this provision, a job is defined to be consistent with Trans. 510 of the
Wisconsin Administrative Code. It will include all new non-retail jobs and exclude jobs
obtained through geographic job transfers within Wisconsin except those that would be
lost to the state. Eligible jobs may include full time equivalents (FTE's).

If the job guarantee is not satisfied, the W1 DOT and Bayfield County will evaluate the
job benefits that have been obtained in order to determine if reimbursement of either the
full grant amount or reimbursement of a reduced amount based on a prorated share
related to the number of jobs that have materialized as a result of the economic
development project is appropriate.

The full grant amount involved here, of which partial or total reimbursement may be
required, is $135,000. Town of Bayfield agrees to be responsible for up to $45,000 of this
grant.

Chairman Gordon requested that item 16 on the meeting agenda be discussed at this time.

Consider request from Tom Galazen that the Town Board request the Bayfield County Board to
table any action on the CFS LLC re-zone request along Compton Road in the Town of Russell
until the Town of Bayfield Board can assess the impacts of this development on the Town of
Bayfield and offer a recommendation to the Bayfield County Board 1 Gordon stated that the
Town Board will only hear comments on this matter from Town of Bayfield residents and that he
supports local government. He explained that the Town of Russell governs there town and we
govern ours. He believes communication with the Town of Russell is important. We need to
respect the rights of other Towns such as Russell and the City of Bayfield. Likewise we would
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not like them interfering in our business. We need to look at how this may impact the Town of
Bayfield.

Tom Galazen was frustrated with the speed of this proposal. He stated it seemed insane when he
first heard about it. It will affect the Town of Bayfield more than the Town of Russell. Galazen
stated impacts as follows: 1. A nuisance as it relates to the airport, traffic and crowding, and
noise on Valley Road. 2. Pikes Creek watershed. For 110 years the WI DNR has been trying to
protect this creek. The quality of the water could be affected by run-off from graveling and
blacktop plus gasoline, oils, hydraulic fluids, anti freeze, etc. 3. Farming impacts because of the
changes to loss of peace and quiet and that the people may not come. Low flying aircraft is
spooky. 4. Town services and infrastructures may be affected because of a 4,800 foot runway.
People will want the road black topped and bridge replaced. Sewage issues from 145 buildings

depend on zoning to protect us. An airport and small city is not what we want. Our developments
in the Town of Bayfield are not currently full and some are an eye sore. These changes
undermine our Town and we should ask the County to Table this until our Town can take a look
at it.

Tom Frizzell spoke and presented a petition with names of 115 people opposed to the
development. These were collected in about a weeks time. He thinks people need to be more
enlightened and have input to the process. He read the petition as follows: Whereas CFS, LLC. a
limited liability corporation has requested a zoning change on a 380-acre parcel along Compton
Road in the Town of Russell abutting the Town of Bayfield and whereas the zoning change
would change land now zoned as forestry to commercial and residential recreational business
and allow for the building of a development that would be called Shadow Wood Landing. And
whereas the proposed plan calls for an airstrip, a hotel, restaurant, condominiums and between
40-70 homes, a gas facility to service snowmobiles, hiking, facilities and buildings to store and
service aircraft and where a proposed airstrip will be long enough to accommodate small jet
planes that will land and take off over the Town of Bayfield and create a sound that is
incompatible with maintaining the rural characteristics of the Town and whereas the most direct
route to the City of Bayfield is through the Town of Bayfield on roads that are not paved and at
times are impassable. Therefore we the undersigned residents and landholders in the Town of
Bayfield petition the Town of Bayfield Board of Supervisors to appeal to the Bayfield County
Board of Supervisors to table action on the proposed zoning changes until the Town of Bayfield
has adequate time to determine the impact of the development on the infrastructure,
environment, and business in the Township. He stated this would give the Town approximately
one month to evaluate this proposal. He believes another issue that needs to be addressed is
emergency services. An airplane going down or fuel spills are issues we have not dealt with. Our
emergency personnel need to be trained to deal with these. Frizzell gave an example of
development proposed for the top of Ski Hill Road which dealt with building 80 condominiums.
He stated that when it was pointed out that there was no way you could screen them from view
that ended the plan right there. Gordon accepted the signed petitions from Frizzell at this time.
Ferraro stated that if this issue came to a vote we should not send a letter to Bayfield County. He
read an excert from the Town of Bayfield Comprehensive Plan which is as follows. Assess the
need for an airstrip which would provide fly in capability for tourist, residents and businesses in
our area and which also might provide a base for tourism with over flights of the Apostle Islands,

Bayfield Archipelago and adjacent areas. Contact the Federal Aviation Administration, Ashland
Airport Authority and other knowledgeable people to determine the requirements and economic
feasibility of an airstrip and explore locations for an airstrip. He stated he would have to vote no
because of the integrity of our Comprehensive Plan. We can change the plan but right now this is
the plan and people cannot pick and choose. He has seen this happened over the last two or three
years. Ferraro explained that the Comprehensive Plan has the most public input of what the
citizens of the Town of Bayfield want. It is based on 900 postcards, 400 letters, and 52 meetings
to get the opinions of people. Holly Hemingway stated the comp plan says explorer developing
an airport, not necessarily having one.

Diana Lind read a letter from Rick and Janet Dale which is as follows. Dear Supervisors. All our
family needs to go on record as being opposed to a Bayfield County zoning change that would
accommodate a proposed airstrip, hotel, residential, and commercial development within the
Town of Russell on the northern border with Bayfield Township. We believe this development
will negatively impact nearby farm business, quality of our life, and the future for our adult
children who are returning to the Bayfield area to join us in our family farm enterprise. Once
again outside economic forces and their political allies seek to undermine years of local
community planning and citizen involvement in public investments that have created
conservation initiatives, land-use planning and zoning regulations intended to guide the decisions
of our locally elected representative to protect the investment and quality of life of residents.
Local elected officials need to consider whether or not they will support a development that is
neither needed nor desired by most local citizens. A development that requires a zoning change
that would set a precedent threatening our existence and our agricultural resources. A
development that will demand costly munincipal and county services in the long term that will
produce short-term gains for increased revenue and minimum wage job creation. A development
that will most certainly change the character and quality of life for all of us living here. We the
citizens of this community have told you our elected officials what kind of community we seek
to develop and protect. Stand by us. Rick and Janet Dale.

Gordon asked supervisor Carver to read the following letter into the record. The letter was dated
September 12, 2008 from Dustin and Jeannie Long. To whom it may concern. My husband and |
are residents on Valley Road right outside the Town of Bayfield. This development which is
being pursued on Compton Road is right near our home. We are not in support of this
development due to the environmental effects it may have due to the fact it is located on the
mouth of Pike's Creek. We are also concerned about the idea that if this goes through and
nothing comes of it. People come to Bayfield to see Bayfield. Not to be miles outside of town.
There are many land developments right outside of Town of Bayfield, County Highway J and
Fire Tower Road, that are not being bought or selling. Houses have been built on these land
developments and have been sitting vacant for three or so years now. It does not make sense to
develop something when no one is investing in land and second houses. We do not support this
development at all. Thank you for your time. Sincerely.

Gordon stated this is not a public hearing and the Board needs to make a determination if it plans
to take any action on this matter. Carver reiterated the fact that the need for an airport is in our
Comprehensive Plan and that we do need to look at it. Another element of the plan is
intergovernmental cooperation. That has not occurred between the Town of Russell and Town of
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Bayfield. He stated we also need to express our concerns with this development to the Town of
Russell. Gordon thanked Town residents for bringing their interest forward to the Board. Ferraro
agreed that requesting a table of the matter so the board can do further investigation is not a
violation of our Comprehensive Plan. Hauser and Carlson stated they were in support of sending
a letter to Bayfield County asking the matter to be tabled. A motion was made by Hauser and
seconded by Carver that the Town Chairman be authorized to send a letter to the Bayfield
County Board and the Town of Russell and that we asked them to consider tabling and not going
forward on this project until the Town of Bayfield has an opportunity to review the development,
ask for a presentation on the development so we may better understand it and have an
opportunity to assess the impacts on the Town of Bayfield. Applause at this time from the
audience. Carlson also referred to the development plan for the top of Ski Hill Road 20 years
ago. Frank Graves stated he believes the reason people are opposed to this development is that
they do not have the facts. He stated his position has moved from having doubts and skepticism
to being in a position of support. He stated only the negative side was heard tonight. Gordon
called for a vote. The motion carried.

The board recessed at this time to allow members the public to leave the meeting.

Public Input i David Galazen stated that the north end of Gotchling Road has not been
graded for two years.

How to Handle Non-compliance with Driveway and Private Road Ordinance i
Discussion followed regarding this issue. The Clerk presented the following information
from the ordinance:

A Section 8. Violations.
a. Any person who violates any term or provision of this ordinance may be required to:

1. Cease and desist in such violation.

2. Do whatever is required to comply with the terms of the ordinance.

3. Forfeit not to exceed $100.00 for each violation plus court costs and disbursements.
b. Each day this ordinance is violated constitutes a separate violation.

c. A person violating this ordinance may be required to pay or reimburse the Town for its actual
reasonable attorney fees, costs and disbursements associated with enforcing this ordinance.0
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Discussion followed about the designation of how wide the entrance of a driveway should be. If a
culvert is required it is 30 feet. It is not designated in the ordinance if no culvert is required but
you need Town Board permission to not have a culvert and the Board can specify the width at
that time.
